Student Teaching Requirements

To be considered for placement as a student teacher, the candidate must…

…have a minimum GPA of 2.75.

…have successfully completed all prior levels of the College of Education Assessment Plan, including the methods portfolio.

…have completed all methods courses with a grade of “C” or better. 

Director of Field Experiences makes the final decision for student teaching assignments in consultation with school administrators, teachers, and university supervisors. 

Student teaching is the culminating professional experience for College of Education candidates seeking teaching licenses.  It is offered both Fall and Spring semesters of the senior year or at the culmination of the post-baccalaureate licensure program.  Student teachers are placed in city, county, and area schools.  The professors and administrators at The University of Findlay have a very close working relationship with the teachers and administrators in these schools.

Student Teaching is offered in conjunction with a block of courses designed specifically for students preparing to student teach.  candidates must register for these Senior Block courses and Student Teaching during the same semester in which they plan to Student Teach.  Post-Baccalaureate student teachers are required to take EDUC 507:  Action research at the same time as student teaching.  Candidates are required to teach full-time, five (5) days a week, in a cooperating school during the student teaching experience.

I understand the University and local school where I am assigned reserve the right to remove me from student teaching if I am not making satisfactory progress.   Candidates who are not making satisfactory progress will have a conference with the Director of Field Experiences prior to being removed.  Attempts to resolve difficulties with student teaching should first be made with the cooperating teacher and supervisor.  If the cooperating teacher, supervisor, and Director of Field Experiences cannot resolve the issue, the candidate may go to the Dean of the College of Education.
