Professional Intervention Assistance Team 
(PIAT)
Purpose:  The Professional Intervention Assistance Team was developed to monitor professional and dispositional growth of teacher education candidates once they are admitted into the College of Education.  

What does this mean for the student/candidate?

Process:

1. Any faculty member, adjunct, and/or field supervisor or other university member may make a referral of a student concern at any point during the semester.  A student may self-refer to the PIAT committee at any time during the semester.

2. All referrals will be sent to the Director of Teacher Education/Policies and Field Experience.

The director will send an email to the student requesting a meeting with him/her to discuss the referral.  A carbon copy of the email will be sent to the student’s academic adviser.

At the meeting the director and student will share both sides of the situation.
The student will have the opportunity to write a rebuttal in response to the faculty referral.  If the director feels there is not enough evidence to support the referral, the referral may be expunged from the student’s permanent file.

Response to Referral:

 A meeting of the PIAT Committee will determine the response to the referral.
(1)     The director will inform student and adviser, makes notation on cumulative folder
(1.5)  The director informs the student and adviser, meets with them and makes notation on  

          culmulative folder
(2)     The director informs student and adviser, meets with them and assigns a faculty coach,    

          makes notation in cumulative folder, coach meets with student for one (1) semester.


(3)     Faculty coach will recommend to PIAT committee one of the following recommendations:
· Coach/PIAT committee recommends student continue in program without further interventions

· Coach/PIAT committee recommends student continue with coaching with additional interventions

· Coach/PIAT committee counsels student out of education program; refers student to other university programs
